Paper

o Staff will double side photocopying where possible

e Cardboard will be recycled into designated recycling collection points
Mixed Recycling

e Each classroom has a recycling bag for mixed recycling including
paper, cardboard, plastic and tins

Energy
o Staff and children will turn the lights off if they are the last to leave their
classroom
o Staff are asked to ensure that all computers, screens, printers and
videos are turned off after their last use of the day

Water

e Children are reminded to turn the tap off when they have finished
washing
